OurMay SIR of the Month is Tom Eyman from the fine town of Apple Creek,i®Where he grew up working the family farm apd
hand-milking cows. About four or five cats wouldlgidine up every milking, vying for squirts of nkil In high school he lettered jn
baseball, track and basketball and as a JunioBanar was in the high school's Naval Reserve uié.took his Navy boot camp
requirements at Chicago’s Naval Center Great Lakésre graduating high school in 1952.

Tom worked part-time on the family farm andoahttended nearby Indiana Tech where he studieth&mécal Engineering.
_ Some nearby farms of the time were still using ésiastead of tractors so there remained quité&f biendly competition be-
tween neighbors over whether horse or tractor walyrthe best.

In 1954 he entered active naval service @egel Mechanic on theSSLEYTE, an aircraft carrier stationed in Meditation an$
Atlantic waters. Shore leave for a 21-year oldegexciting opportunities to visit non-Ohio-like pés like Lisbon’s Lady of Fatima, Havana's coun-
tryside and even Guantanamo Bay. (Castro and alyeoBPigs had not happened as yet).

With a 1957 Navy honorable discharge in éfshand pocket, he returned to find work at OhB&sg Warner Hydraulic Systems. In 1959 mid-
east Thomas Eyman "Went West Young Man" arrivingezo jet-- Sacramento as one of many Mechaniogirteers. It was here he met and miar-
ried Marcy welcoming a "now-Eyman-family" of two wghters, one son, and eight grandchildren.
